Welcome to Winter Team Tryouts with FC Portland!  We hope that this information sheet will be helpful to you as you make 
your way through U15-U18 tryouts for the 2008-2009 soccer season. 

Who may attend tryouts? 
If you are a player in good standing with Oregon Youth Soccer Association (OYSA) who was born between August 1, 1990 and 
July 31, 1994, you are eligible for selection to one of our competitive teams and welcome to participate in Winter Team Tryouts.   

How do I register for tryouts?  What is the tryout fee? 
FC Portland is moving to an on-line tryout and member registration system along with other clubs associated with the Oregon 
Youth Soccer Association (OYSA).  To access this system and register for FC Portland tryouts, please go to the following URL: 
 

At that website, you will create or update your family’s account, add the name(s) of your player(s) (if new to the on-line 
registration system), submit your FC Portland tryout registration(s), and make arrangements to pay the $40 non-refundable 
tryout fee for each player’s registration.  If you have any questions about your tryout fee payment, please contact club staff at 
(503) 493-8364 or kathy.bryant@fcportland.org.  On-line registration is strongly recommended and will be available through 
Sunday, August 3rd.  Paper registration forms will be available on the FC Portland website starting Monday, August 4th, and for 
walk-up registrants at the fields before and during each tryout session.  The fee for paper and walk-up registrations is $50. 

If selected to a team, the $40/$50 tryout fee does not apply toward the $1250 annual fee for State Cup teams. 

What happens after tryouts? 
Players selected to teams will receive their invitation to become members by 2:00pm on Thursday, August 7th.  Selected 
players will confirm their acceptance and arrange to pay the $350 non-refundable fee deposit (which will be applied to the 
$1250 annual fee for State Cup teams) by 5:00pm Friday, August 8th.  The next fee payment will be due by November 1st 
according to the selected payment plan.  Although most teams will begin training in November near the end of the OSAA high 
school season, some may start earlier, especially if they plan to participate in a tournament over the Thanksgiving weekend.
